When Demetriana first heard about Residential Youth Services & Empowerment
(RYSE), she was at one of the most difficult points in her life.
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that could offer not just shelter, but support, stability, and a path forward.
Encouraged by her therapist and recognizing that she needed help, Demetriana
made the decision to reach out.

“I decided to come to RYSE because | was homeless and needed help,” she shared.
That decision changed everything.

At RYSE, Demetriana found more than
shelter. She found guidance,
accountability, and people who
believed in her. Through RYSE’s
housing support, education
programming, and employment
assistance, she began rebuilding her
foundation.

Demetriana earned her high school
equivalent diploma, opening doors
that once felt permanently closed.
Today, she is employed as a custodian
at a local high school and has
expanded her job opportunities
because of her education and
newfound stability. She is currently
housed and saving money toward a
better home for herself and her
animals.

Her long-term goal? To attend college and major in art. She dreams of becoming an
art teacher, someone who can inspire creativity and confidence in the next
generation.
